This Plan is required when Condition G-11 is added as a condition of approval.  The condition language reads:

Prior to issuance of Building Permits or commencement of project implementation, (whichever comes first) the applicant shall 
provide a plan for construction-phase parking and equipment/materials storage for the project.  The intent of this condition is to 
ensure that the construction phase impacts of the project, such as contractor and subcontractor parking and storage of materials 
and equipment, have been planned and will be implemented so as to minimize the impact on surrounding streets and uses.  The 
plan shall also include the identification of a haul route for delivery to or removal of materials from the project site. The plan 
required herein shall be subject to the review and written approval of the Planning and Community Development Director.  Haul 
routes and work and/or storage of material or equipment within a City right-of-way may require the separate receipt of an 
Encroachment Permit.
